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Manu’a 120th Cession Day July 16th, 2024

The Malaetele Avaloa, Ta’l held the final day of celebrations for Manu’a’s 120th Cession Day.
As is customary, an ava ceremony was catried out by the ‘aumaga (untitled men) of Manu’a
District to formally welcome esteemed leaders and guests.
